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Matt. 28:19-20

Introduction:

Welcome. I am David Johnson and I am the originator of the Go4th Ministry. 

It is my hope and prayer that you too have embarked on a lifelong journey of service to our Lord.

For me, and perhaps for you as well, service to our Lord begins with faithful obedience to those basic things that God has instructed us all to do.

Regardless of the convictions that have compelled you to be reading this now, I thank God for you and your commitment. Does the word “commitment” raise red flags in your mind; It should. The commitment in this case is not to me, your pastor, the Go4th Ministry or anyone else. You commitment in this case is to our Lord. He has clearly asked you to do this. Now is the time to commit yourself to the Great Commission, for life.
The journey you are about to embark upon is a commitment of service to our Lord. In a very real since, this journey is your own and no one else can travel the road for you. This is a road you must travel if you want to be obedient to our Lords commands. This is a road the God has commanded you and I must travel. This ministry will allow us to travel the road together. 

Hopefully, you have some idea of what the Go4th Ministry is and what it is about. The whole Go4th Ministry is designed to do just one thing. That is to allow you and I opportunities to tell others about Jesus Christ.

The following is intended to help guide you in the fulfillment of the Great Commission through the Go4th Ministry.
Preparation:

There are some things we need to do to prepare for a witnessing encounter. Don’t underestimate the importance of any of the following. Remember that Satin is working to use anything he can to keep you from telling others about Jesus Christ. 

1. Appearance: Your appearance can turn some people off before you ever get to the door. 

You probably think these are things like facial piercings, dirty, ragged or torn jeans, dirty shirts, oily or un-combed hair or dirty hands (to name a few). 
While these things are certainly things that can quickly give someone a bad first impression and turn some people off, there are also other extremes that work to turn people off as well. Dress slacks, a suit and/or tie can often have a similar effect.  

The goal is to dress like the average person you will be meeting is dressed. Meet them on their terms. Don’t over or under dress for the occasion. Either one can detract from your effectiveness. Your clothes should be clean, neat and presentable. Excessively wrinkled clothing can detract from a visit. 

2. Odor: The odors that we give off can shorten or spoil an opportunity to lead someone to Christ. A few simple precautions can help minimize this. 

Brush your teeth before hand and use breath mints, sprays or mouthwash frequently while making visits. You want them to remember what you say not what your breath smelled like. 

Make sure you are clean for God’s work. Use deodorant and stay away from strong colognes or perfumes. Strong smells (even expensive colognes or perfumes) are just as detracting as body odor in most cases.

3. Suggested Visit Materials: 

a. Your  Bible

b. A map of the area you’ll be working in (provided at the rally point)
c. Copies of a list of local area churches (provided at the rally point)

d. Go4th Ministry Visit Forms (available on this web site)

e. Go4th Ministry door hanger (available on this web site)

f. Breath mints

g. Pen/pencil

h. Cellular Phone (optional but recommended for emergencies)
i. Coordinator’s Cell Phone Number (If you have problems call)
j. Partner (never go it alone)
k. Go4th Ministry shirt of emblem on outer garment to clearly identify you as a Go4th Ministry worker.

4. The Plan: Be sure you know where you have been assigned to work and how to get to and from there. Be sure you know when you should return to the staging area.
5. Prayer: Never underestimate the power of your petitions to our Lord. The prayers of an obedient Christian can move mountains. Pray for safe travels and for the people you will visit. God can do much to prepare the hearts of the people you will meet.

The Visit:

The visit has one objective and one objective only. That is to tell others about Jesus Christ. Once you have done that, then you should encourage them to seek out one of the local area churches (give them a copy of the local area churches list).

It is important that you remember that while on Go4th Ministry visits you represent a wide variety of denominations and local area churches.

A general guideline for a Go4th Ministry visit is 10-15 minutes per house. As the Lord leads you may spend more or less time at certain houses. Obviously there will be houses with no one home and there will be houses with several people to witness to. However, it is important that you cover the entire area you have been assigned before the designated time to return to the rally point.

Visit Dos:
1. Tell them your name

2. Be polite and courteous

3. If they indicate that it’s not a good time or they don’t want to talk to you, then thank them and leave.

4. If children or other family members are being disruptive, let your partner engage them while you continue

5. Ask them about their salvation experience (if already saved, then skip to #7)

6. Tell them about your salvation experience

7. Tell them about Jesus Christ, what He did for them on the cross and how they can receive salvation

Roman Road of Salvation:

a. All have sinned -Romans 3:10

b. All have sinned -Romans 3:23

c. The wages of sin -Romans 6:23

d. God provided a way out -Romans 5:8
e. Because God Loves you -John 3:16

f. Confess your sins and believe -Romans10:9

g. You can be saved -Romans 10:13

8. Encourage them to pray and ask for Salvation

9. Ask tem if they have attended a local church (if yes, then skip to #9)

10. Give them a list of local area churches

11. Thank them for their time and say good bye

12. Fill out a Go4th Visit Card before making another visit

Note: While there are many points in the above that can be adapted to suit the situation and your own style of approaching people, points #5, #7 and #8 are mandatory and must be presented as indicated. Without this there is no point in this ministry.
Visit Don’ts:

1. Do not park where you may obstruct traffic or block a driveway. Be considerate of where you park and if possible ask permission before leaving your car in front of or on someone’s property. If possible keep you car in sight and move it as necessary.
2. Do not force yourself on anyone. If they indicate they don’t have time for you or don’t want to hear what you have to say then thank them and leave.

3. Do not tell them what church or denomination you are affiliate with (this is not about denominations, it’s about God and doing what He has commissioned us to do) unless they specifically ask. You represent Christ as present in all local churches of different denominations while on mission.

4. Do not suggest a church from the list of local area churches. God will lead them where He desires them to serve.

5. Do not leave your Go4th Ministry buddy. While “divide and conquer” may seem like a good strategy, don’t do it. Go 4th members are out in groups of two for many good reasons. Stay together as you go door-to-door. 

6. Do not get distracted by a discussion on some other subject (i.e. “Organized Religion”, “The Security of the Believer”, “Pre-tribulation vs Post-Tribulation”, “war”, “politics”, various denominational specific issues, etc.). Satin will use these type conversations to delay or spoil an opportunity for you to witness to someone.

7. Do not rebuke or correct someone you are witnessing to. God will convict them of their life choices in due time. That is not your mission.

8. Do not ask them if you can come in. You can witness just as effectively on the front porch or door steps. There may be distractions in the house (i.e. children, television, radio, phone ringing, etc.) that can be avoided by staying out side. The devil loves to use these to cut short your visit.

9. Do not leave your assigned mission area and go off somewhere else to work. It is imperative that the coordinator know where to guide the search dogs should we need to hunt for your body! Just kidding. We need to know where we have and have not worked in order to maximize our efforts. When you finish working your assigned area. Return to the rally point and turn in your Go4th Ministry visit cards. Time permitting the coordinator may be able to reassign you to another area. 
Conclusion:

As you can tell, for the most part, these are pretty basic and common sense things. As you mature in the Go4th Ministry the Lord will lead you and you will develop a very natural approach to telling others about Jesus Christ. Keeping your eye on the goal is the most obvious skill you will need to develop for this ministry. Satin will use your fear, your doubts and every distraction he can to detour you from this ministry. Your confidence will quickly build with each mission. You will enjoy fellowship with others while on a mission and you will have opportunities to learn from their experiences as well. This is the ministry God has called us all to. So let’s just Go4th and do it!
